 PROCEEDINGS OF THE MEETING OF FIELD OFFICERS HELD ON 09-07-2009 AT 11.30 A.M. AT HARYANA NIWAS, SECTOR-2, CHANDIGARH, UNDER THE CHAIRMANSHIP OF HON’BLE PARLIAMENTARY SECRETARY, HARYANA, AGRICULTURE DEPARTMENT.

Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary to Govt. of Haryana, Agriculture Department (FCA) welcomed the Hon’ble Parliamentary Secretary. He observed that the main purpose of convening this meeting was to keep the field functionaries in a state of preparedness for implementing the contingent crop plan in view of the scanty rainfall during the months of June and July, 2009. The State had received considerably low rainfall during these months as compared to the rainfall received in the last kharif season as well as against normal rainfall. Presently, the behaviour of monsoon was erratic and in case it continued for some more days, then it was also likely to put additional pressure on the canal irrigation water and power supply to the tubewells. 

3.

F.C.A. further stated that the contingent crop plan to deal with the situation arising due to erratic monsoon behaviour had been prepared in consultation with CCS HAU, Hisar and copy of the same had already been sent to all the Deputy Commissioners,  Sub Divisional Magistrates and  Deputy Directors of Agriculture for implementation. However, the contingent crop plans for taking measures in the situation of a long term dry spell after sowing/ transplanting of paddy or in case of early withdrawal of monsoon and also in case of heavy monsoon causing floods had also been prepared and will be sent to all the field officers shortly. He exhorted the field officers to work with more zeal and dedication by keeping in mind that farmers were our masters and our target should be guided by their expectations. 

4.

The Hon’ble Parliamentary Secretary(Agriculture)  in his address said that the presence of field staff in villages was very important and it needed to be ensured. There were general complaints that the reach of the staff to the Target Group was inadequate; resultantly the technologies developed in the research institutions failed to reach the farmers. He also said that enough budget was being provided by the Govt. of India and the State Government under various central sector and centrally sponsored and State schemes, which needed to be utilized properly. He appealed to the field officers to help increase the yield per unit area as horizontal expansion in agriculture was not possible anymore.

The Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary, Agriculture desired that every Agriculture Development Officer should visit each and every village under his jurisdiction by chalking out village-wise programme and the same should also be sent to the Directorate  through email within one week. A register/diary be maintained, in which the concerned ADO should indicate the date, time, name of atleast 5 farmers which he met, the issues discussed and the same should also be  got signed from any of the panchayat members. The entry of the visit should be made in the register available with the Panchayat.  He will also submit tour note for his each visit to the DDA.

Thereafter the agenda wise discussions were held as under :-

AGENDA ITEM NO.1

To review the progress of sowing of Kharif, 2009 crops.

1.1

The progress of sowing of Kharif crops during the current Kharif, 2009 season was reviewed. Deputy Directors informed that electricity to operate the tubewells was being made available for 6-8 hours a day since 1st July, 2009. DDAs reported that the raising of nurseries and transplanting of paddy was not done by the farmers before the period stipulated by law. FC&PS pointed out  that the Government had made the legislation with a view to check the depletion of ground water. All the field officers must work sincerely for ensuring its implementation in letter and spirit.

1.2 PADDY



Progress of sowing under Paddy crop was reviewed and a variation was observed between the figures given by the DDAs in the meeting and those compiled by the Directorate. The Director Agriculture asked JDA (Statistics) to verify the figures before presenting in the meeting. He also directed the DDAs to improve their reporting and send the authentic reports through e-mail within the prescribed time-frame, failing which action will be initiated against the defaulters. About 7.00 lakh hectare area was reported to have been covered under paddy. 


FC&PS Agriculture desired that DDAs should educate the farmers by not flooding their paddy field with 2 feet deep water, when it can survive well even by keeping the fields wet. He advised the DDAs to propagate this practice.

1.3  BAJRA


Dr. H.D. Yadav, Director of Extension Education, CCS HAU, Hisar stated  that the laser leveler had helped the farmers a lot even in bajra growing areas. He pointed out  that the Bajra crop could be sown even upto the first week of August. The area covered under bajra crop was reported to be about 1.25 lakh hectares. The FC&PS Agriculture asked the DDAs to educate the farmers to make use of moisture for bajra sowing.

1.4  SUGARCANE


Additional Cane Commissioner informed that the crop situation of sugarcane in the State was good and a higher yield was expected this year compared to the last year. The FC&PS Agriculture desired to make use of the services of the HARSAC for the real forecast of area. The JDA(QC) said that in some southern states cane was harvested and transported to the sugar mill gate by the sugar mills themselves, which helped farmers save on labour front. It had now become a common problem and we may also consider implementing this on a pilot basis. The Chairman desired that sugarfed be asked to look into this matter.

The FC&PS Agriculture stated that due to implementation of NAREGA and other schemes, the migratory labour from Bihar and Uttar Pradesh was not coming to Haryana. He advised field officers to educate and encourage the farmers to adopt mechanical means for harvesting and transporting cane to the mills. He advised DDAs to make efforts to increase area under sugarcane.

1.5  COTTON 



The Joint Director Agriculture (Cotton) Sirsa informed that the productivity of cotton in the State had attained a level of 697 Kg. lint per hectare, which was the highest in the Country. He further informed that with a view to encourage the farmers to grow refugia crop, about one lakh pamphlets were distributed among the farmers with every pack of seed of cotton sold through dealers. He told that a parasite of Mealy Bug had been identified which is known as “Aenasius spp.”. He also informed that the rearing of this parasite is possible.  Dr. Yadav, DEE, CCS HAU informed that the research on this was in progress for rearing the parasite in the laboratories. 


Chairman desired that this parasite should be reared in controlled conditions so that the same may be released in the affected fields, if need be. It was informed that an area of 5.20 lakh hectare had been covered under cotton crop during the current Kharif season.

To review the progress of distribution of farm implements :

2.1
The progress made under agriculture mechanization was reviewed in-detail. The Joint Director (AE) informed that the success rate of Bio Gas Plants in the State was 90%. He further told that farmers were coming forward for getting the plants installed. The DDAs requested to get the rate of subsidy enhanced from the present level of Rs.2700/- and Rs.3500/- per plant. The JD(AE) informed that the matter had been taken up with the Govt. of India. 


The FC&PS Agriculture asked Director Agriculture to check the waiting time of installation of bio gas plans by the Department. He desired that the delay in the installation be minimized. The DDA, Fatehabad was asked to send the detail of the biogas plants of his district to ascertain the time taken in the installation of plants and release of subsidy.

 Dr. H.D. Yadav, DEE, stated that the reason of failure of bio-gas plants was lack of knowledge of masons engaged for the construction of plants. He suggested that training may be organized for the masons for installation of bio-gas plants. He also said that if 5 kg. poultry manure was mixed with one quintal of dung in bio-gas plant, it will result in 20% increase of gas and the level of nutrients will also increase in the slurry. He stated that one of his articles was available on the website of the CCS HAU,Hisar, which provided  complete information about this. He further informed that in case the bio-gas was attached with human excreta, it will further increase the level of nitrogen in the slurry and the requirement of micronutrients in the soils will be minimized. He also stated that some farmers had reported that Department was reluctant to give subsidy on the modified design of which the size of inlet pipe was increased from 6” to 10”.


 FC&PS desired that the article available on the website of CCS HAU, Hisar be accessed and circulated to all the DDAs/ AAEs. DDAs could also download it. He further asked JD(AE) to submit proposal of training of masons at HAMETI, Jind. He also directed JD(AE) that the field staff should be intimated immediately that subsidy was also available on the modified design of the bio-gas plant.

The Chairman pointed out that he had been informed that certain tractors were lying with the Department un-utilized, which should be put to use immediately. The JD(AE) informed that the Department had 23 tractors, but at some places they remained un-utilized due to non-availability of drivers . The FC&PS Agriculture directed that all the tractors with the Department should be used by outsourcing the service of drivers.  The outsourcing policy of the Government may be followed in this regard.

Additional Cane Commissioner suggested that provision for the purchase of trenchers on subsidy should also be made in the scheme of Agriculture Engineering.  FC&PS Agriculture desired to explore the possibility of procurement of one Hay Baler for cutting and binding of paddy residue.

 DDA, Panipat informed that the metallic bins had not been supplied so far by HAIC. Managing Director, HAIC informed that orders for the procurement of sheet have been  placed  and  the  metallic  bins  will soon be 
made available.

HORTICULTURE DEPARTMENT



DH apprised the Chairman about the various schemes being implemented by Horticulture Department alongwith the different activities and physical and financial progress made so far.  The following issues were discussed as under.

1.

FC & PS, Agriculture categorically stated that extension interventions should reach the level of farmers as the presence of officers had not felt at grass root level.  Therefore, the necessary feed back from the farmers must be taken.  It was desired that every field officer will make tour note and after getting it duly approved from District Horticulture Officers, the HDO will mark his attendance in Panchayat Register and will submit his report alongwith details of farmers he had contacted.  A format in this respect be devised and circulated to all the officers.

DH apprised
the Chairman about the number of vegetables seed samples taken from the private dealers/suppliers by the DHOs.  DHOs district Kaithal, Rohtak, Jhajjar, Narnaul, Rewari, gurgaon had very poor or negligible progress in this regard.  The Chairman took it seriously and asked DH that show cause notices be issued to all defaulters and the same should be recorded in their ACRs.  Samples should be collected in the presence of DHO & HDO themselves and due receipts be issued to the concerned persons.

Afternoon SESSION-II


The afternoon session of the meeting was chaired by Financial Commissioner & Principal Secretary to Govt. Haryana, Agriculture Department.

AGENDA ITEM NO.3

To review the progress of distribution of Gypsum
3.1
The Director Agriculture informed that the Gypsum had been supplied by the HLRDC in the State for the last about 17 years but from last year M/s Indian Potash Limited was also allowed to supply Gypsum in the State. On enquiry by the Chairman, DDAs reported that the present system of distribution of gypsum was comparatively better since it provided option to the farmers.  


The Chairman desired that the present status of distribution of Gypsum through the HLRDC and the IPL be maintained. He also desired that the rate of subsidy on gypsum under various schemes was different. He desired that it should be at par (either 50% or 68%) in all the schemes. 


The ADA (Extension) informed that Gypsum was not available in Rohtak district. The representative of HLRDC was asked by the Chairman to shift the stocks of Gypsum from nearby stations to Rohtak to ensure the sufficient availability of gypsum in Rohtak district.

3.2
The terms and conditions pertaining to the subsidy on tractors were discussed and the same were finalized. The Chairman desired that the subsidy amount on the purchase of tractors may be lowered from Rs.45,000/- to Rs.40,000/- per tractor. The last date of receipt of applications may be fixed as 31st August, 2009. He further desired that guidelines of NABARD for loan cases in this regard should be checked and adopted. The guidelines for providing subsidy on tractors were finalized as under :-

1. 
The Directorate of Agriculture and AAE of the concerned district will make wide publicity through print and other media for inviting application in specified Performa from farmers having minimum land holding of 2 hectares (5 acres) for availing the subsidy on tractors from 31st July to 31st August,2009.

2. 
The farmers having minimum land holding of 5 acres will submit the application and copy of land revenue record (Farad) to AAE of  concerned district duly verified from ADO/ADO(FI) with demand draft of Rs.5000/- in favour of authorized dealer/company of tractor of his choice.

3. 
The Assistant Agriculture Engineer concerned will enter the application form in the register and after expiry of last date of filing of application i.e. 31st August,2009 will arrange the draw of lots by the committee headed by Additional Deputy Commissioner (Chairman), Deputy Director Agriculture concerned (member) and Assistant Agriculture Engineer (member secretary).

4. 
The draw of lots will be conducted on the notified date under intimation to all the applicants convenient to the Chairman of the committee. The draw of lots will be double the number of allotted targets of tractors to the district under the scheme. Subsidy Eligibility Certificate (SEC) will be issued on the same date to the beneficiaries as per allotted targets and remaining will be kept in the waiting list.  

5. 
The farmer will purchase the tractor within two months and will submit his claim for subsidy along with registration certificate of tractor and SEC issued by department to the AAE of concerned district.

6. 
AAE will draw the subsidy amount and will deliver the bank draft to the beneficiary farmer.

7. 
In case farmer did not purchase the tractor and filed his claim for subsidy within 2 months the amount of demand draft submitted by farmer alongwith application will be forfeited and  beneficiary farmer in waiting list will be given the SEC.

AGENDA ITEM NO.4

To review the progress of quality control of agricultural inputs i.e. seeds, pesticides and fertilizers during Rabi 2008-09 seasons.

4.1
The Director Agriculture stated that Hon’ble Chief Minister had desired in the meeting of State Level Coordination Committee for Agricultural Production  that Agriculture Department should make concerted efforts to ensure sale of quality seeds, fertilizers and pesticides. He also stated that the present enactments did not have sufficient pecuniary penalty regime, but still DDAs had powers to act against the unscrupulous elements, but sometimes the powers were not exercised judiciously. Inspite of fine-tuning the procedures by categorization of pesticide manufacturing companies, double coding of pesticides samples-which delinked  the identity of the sample between the Insecticides, Inspector and Analyst, the problem still existed.  

The Chairman desired that no laxity at any level will be tolerated and strict action will be initiated against the erring officers/ officials. He directed that regular sampling be done and raids be conducted randomly to check the problem of spurious agricultural inputs. He further desired that DDAs should ensure that every dealer/ distributor displayed name of the products being sold by him alongwith sale price of these products and the board should be displayed prominently outside the sale outlets.  The issuing of proper receipt/ credit/ cash memos by the dealers/ distributors to every farmer indicating the name and village of the farmer, name of product alongwith date of manufacturing/ date of expiry, quantity, sale price and total cost of every sale transaction should be ensured.  He further desired that farmers should be educated that issue of receipt will not incur any additional cost since all the agricultural inputs like seeds, fertilizers, insecticides, gypsum, spray pumps and agricultural implements were exempted from the levy of VAT and it should be given wide publicity. These instructions should be implemented holistically in letter and spirit.  He further desired that an article should be got published in “Krishi Samvad” and wall magazine “Pratibadh” on this aspect. He further desired a d.o. communication from Director Agriculture be sent to all the Sarpanches on this issue.

DDA, Ambala stated that the progress of drawal of samples in district Panchkula by SDAO, Pinjore was nil. The SDAO, Pinjore had not drawn even a single sample of pesticides in District Panchkula. The Director Agricutlure asked DDA, Ambala to send it in writing so that disciplinary action could be  initiated against the SDAO, Pinjore.

The Chairman advised the field officers to take the responsibility themselves rather than transferring it to the higher authorities. In case, any subordinate dis-obeyed the orders of the superior, strict action be taken by calling explanation and making an entry in his Annual Confidential Report. He desired that all the DDAs should ensure that allotted targets were achieved in full.

The Director Agriculture informed that the Department had notified Insecticide Inspectors at the level of Block Agriculture Development Officer but the Fertilizer and Seed Inspectors had been notified at the level of Sub Divisional Agriculture Officer. It was decided that Fertilizer and Seed Inspectors may also be notified upto the level of Block Agriculture Officers.

The Chairman desired that all the Deputy Directors should send their firm demand/ requirement for MOP by 15th July,2009 so that Hafed could be requested to stock the same.

4.6 The JDA(QC) informed that DDAs/ Insecticide Inspectors had been directed to file the complaint in the Court within 7 days of the receipt of the consent. It had been observed that the same was not filed as per the instructions. The cases in which the manufacturer/ dealer had not notified his intention in writing for re-testing of the sample, the complaint should be filed positively within 7 days and where the re-analysis had been ordered, the complaint should be filed within 7 days after the analysis report became available from CIL. The appeals, wherever necessitated/ recommended by the District Attorney should also be filed in the Court(s) within the limitation period and the proposal for consent should strictly be sent to the headquarter giving all the information as had been stipulated in Memo.No.3957-76/QC-III, dated 4.7.2007.

All the pesticides manufacturing companies located outside the State and operating in the State were required to submit an affidavit (in original) of the responsible person/country head for quality control for inclusion in the consent, to the Directorate and photocopy of the same be made available to the DDAs (Licencing Authority for the licences of dealers/distributors), but the same was not being implemented seriously. The DDAs should ensure that no company/ manufacturer was allowed to sell his products unless he had submitted the original affidavit of responsible person/country head at the headquarters.

To review the physical and financial progress of various schemes under implementation and proposals of new, interventions under central sector schemes.

5.1
The Additional Director Agriculture (Extn) stated that the unspent balance available under ATMA scheme should be utilized immediately. Every village should be covered under the scheme for extension activities. DDA,Jind was requested to send the Utilization Certificate for the year 2007-08 within a week. All DDAs were requested to send the provisional Utilization Certificate for the year 2008-09 for onward submission of the same to Govt. of India. DDA,Jind assured that the utilization certificates will be sent within a week. All DDAs assured that the Utilization Certificates for the year 2008-09 will be sent shortly.

Director Extension, CCS HAU, Hisar requested to send more farmers in the Kisan Melas under the ATMA scheme. ADA(Extn) informed that  these events were covered by nearby districts, however, Director Agriculture asked Director, Extension Education, CCS HAU, Hisar to send the Farmers’ Fair Calender to the Department for further consideration.

The Additional Director Agriculture (Extension) told that Comprehensive District Agriculture Plans (C-DAPs) of Yamuna Nagar, Panchkula, Jhajjar and Faridabad districts had not been received till date. The DDAs of these districts should submit the C-DAP in hard as well as soft copy immediately as the same was  to be submitted to GOI urgently. He further informed that Planning Commission, Govt. of India had desired that every     C-DAP must have a ‘Foreword’ from the Chairman of District Planning Committee (DPC) authenticating that the C-DAP has been approved by the DPC. All DDAs were asked to contact the Deputy Commissioners immediately to obtain the ‘Foreword’ from the Deputy Commissioners, so that the C-DAP could be submitted to the Govt. of India for further necessary action.

 Deputy Director Agriculture (PP), Panchkula informed that maize seed was required in six districts for laying demonstrations in 5000 acres under crop diversification scheme. The demand had been sent to the HSDC. The representative of HSDC informed that the demand of maize seed had been received from the Department just one day before. The seed of maize of recommended hybrid was not available with HSDC at present. The Director Agriculture took a serious note of it as to why this issue was not brought to his notice earlier. It was decided that the demand for the maize seed be sent to the NAFED or the NSC immediately after having confirmed the availability.

DDA, Kurukshetra informed that problem was also faced by the farmers in the availability of seed of Sunflower. Therefore, arrangements for the same for next crop season should be made timely.  


The Chairman desired that all the DDAs should send their firm demand of seed of Sunflower, Moong, Maize and other crops so that arrangement for the adequate availability of seeds be made in-time. He further desired that Summer Moong should be promoted. It was also desired that the forward linkage should also be explored for alternate crops.

 DDA, Sonipat stated that though 35% subsidy on recommended pesticides to control the menace of Grasshopper on private land was being provided, however, there was no provision for controlling the pest on the waste/common lands. The Director Agriculture informed that the matter was under consideration with the Government.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 7

Strengthening the mechanism of reporting system 

The Director Agriculture stated that field officers were expected to send monthly progress report to the Directorate pertaining to various schemes by 5th of every month. But, the same were not received in-time and the reports were being collected by the staff over the telephone. 

He asked the DDAs to make extensive use of internet and send all the reports in the prescribed proformae already supplied to them, on the departmental email agriharyana2009@gmail.com and also on the email id of concerned sectional head, the detail of which was enclosed, by 5th of every month, failing which the same will be viewed seriously.

Achievement of Soil Sampling targets for Kharif, 2009.

The Additional Director Agriculture (SC) explained the progress of soil testing samples, which was not satisfactory in some of the districts. The Chairman desired that if the sampling was done sufficiently as part of the normal duties, there was no need to launch special campaigns. Therefore, the samples should be drawn regularly in routine.

The following items were also discussed as under: -
(i) The issue of laying of Under Ground Pipeline (UGPL) was discussed at length and it was decided that Department should identify the companies and put them on the Departmental website. The Chairman desired that subsidy may be given on pipes and accessories only and the expenditure on earth work may be borne by the beneficiary. He further desired that a team of three class-II officers in every district be constituted to conduct physical verification of 5% cases and 2% cases will be inspected/ verified by DDA concerned himself.  It was also decided that the seniority list of farmers will be maintained in a register on first-come-first served basis and the farmer concerned will be made available a slip indicating his seniority duly signed by the ADO(SC) concerned.

(ii) It was decided that all the DDAs should check the roster registers pertaining to the pending subsidy cases and also check the signatures obtained of the farmers. The status pertaining to the detail of applications received and waiting list of the farmers should also be put on the departmental website.

(iii) The Chairman directed the Agriculture Information Officer to include Managing Directors of HLRDC, HAIC, Hafed, HSDC, all District Horticulture Officers, DSCOs, Director, HSSCA on the mail list of ‘Krishi Samwad’. He further desired that all these officers be asked to send articles for publication in the said magazine on areas of work of their organizations. He also asked the DDAs to check up as to how many copies were received by them in previous year.

(vii) The Director Horticulture requested that the testing of seed samples in the Departmental laboratory at Karnal should be tested free of cost. Chairman desired that the matter should be examined.

(viii) The Director Horticulture pointed out that they have requirement of some land for establishing the office of District Horticulture Officer  the office premises of DDA, Ambala and the issue was pending for quite sometime. The Director Agriculture informed that the matter had been cleared.

(ix) It was decided that Assistant Soil Conservation Officers will prepare   estimate for drip irrigation system, which will be approved by the committee of Deputy Director Agriculture, Divisional Soil Conservation and District Horticulture officer concerned. The District Horticulture Officer concerned will disburse the subsidy thereafter. The same procedure will be followed in case of sprinkler systems. This committee must decide/ sanction the estimate within 2 weeks. After that, their approval will be assumed.

(x) The Deputy Directors of Agriculture pointed out that Blue Bull was a big menace and therefore, it was difficult to expand area under pulses, maize, vegetables etc. since these crops were damaged extensively by the Blue Bull. It was suggested that castration of male Blue Bull may be one of the solutions for checking its population. It was decided that the matter may be taken up with the Animal Husbandry Department and Forest Departments.

(xi) The issue of outsourcing of computer/data entry operators was also discussed and it was decided that as per the latest instructions issued by State Government, the data entry operators should be hired through service providers. No direct recruitment shall be made by any official.

HORTICULTURE DEPARTMENT (Afternoon Session)

1.
District Horticulture Officers raised the issue that some of their subordinates were not responding to their orders and thereby hampering work at district level.  The FC&PS, Agriculture asked all the officers that proper notice be issued to all defaulters indicating therein that the non performing of their duties shall be recorded in their ACR and the District Horticulture Officers must indicate such adverse remarks in ACRs for such defaulting officers.

DHO, Ambala raised the issue that seed samples collected by them when sent to Seed Testing Laboratory, Karnal were being charged @ Rs. 50/- per sample while there were no charges for the samples collected by Agriculture Department.  DH requested the Chairman that testing charges may not be charged from the District Horticulture Officers.  FC&PS, Agriculture agreed to the same and asked DH to send the proposal to him for confirmation.

3.
JDH/G raised the issue that under Micro Irrigation Scheme for non-horticultural crops (i.e. Agriculture Crops), there was a provision of budget under drip irrigation system for cotton and sugarcane, however, the cases were not properly sent to DHO for release of subsidy and most of the time, it got delayed due to procedural process as the cases first sent to DSCO by ASCO and then to DHO thereby causing inconvenience to farmers and subsidy release got delayed. It was decided that ASCO after recommendation and verification will send the case for release of assistance directly to concerned DHO and DHO shall release the subsidy in the name of farmers as per procedure of MI Scheme.  However, all such cases will be inspected by three members i.e. DHO, DSCO & DDA and where DSCO was not posted in a district, ASCO will be the member of this committee.  Director, Extension Education CCSHAU, Hisar apprised that KVK Scientist was the member of most of such committees and requested the Chairman that this practice be discontinued.


It was decided not to take a member from KVK henceforth.

4.
JDA, Agriculture Department pointed out that the gargets for the year 2009-10 had not been sent to Agriculture Department for implementation.  DH Clarified that the targets which were taken by them had already been approved by GOI and copy of action plan was sent to the Agriculture Department.  However,  minutes of meeting circulated by GOI in this regard will also be sent.

DH requested DA for transfer of land in Ambala Cantt near DDA Office for the  construction  of  DHO-cum-Plant  Health Clinic.  DA  intimated  that the matter had already been approved and DH shall be only intimated in this regard.

FC&PS, Agriculture enquired about the response of magazine Haryana Samwad.  DH clarified that it was not being sent to any district office in the field.  FC&PS, Agriculture asked DH to prepare a list of all officers whom the magazine should be sent and the same be sent to Director, Public Relations.
